ENTRY DEADLINE 
Applications including the entry fee must be 
received by May 5, 2010 to be considered for 
entry.  Official WYSA team rosters and 
medical release forms must be submitted 
with applications.   
All teams will be notified of acceptance by May 
15.  Schedule and directions will be emailed by 
May 22. 
 
ELIGIBILITY 
NO Select or Tournament teams 
Teams must be comprised of the players that 
appear on their respective league’s recreational-
level regular season roster.  No guest players 
are allowed.   
 

REFUNDS 
Checks will be held until teams are notified of 
their acceptance.  All entries confirmed are final. 
No refunds issued after acceptance of team. 
 

OTHER IMPORTANT INFORMATION 
Food and beverage are available for purchase.  
This is a club fundraising activity so please 
patronize our concession tents.  Grills, dogs, 
smoking and alcoholic beverages are not 
permitted on the soccer complex grounds. 
 
NUMBER OF GAMES 
Teams will be scheduled to play a minimum of 2 
games and no more than 3. 
 

LENGTH OF GAMES 
U10, U12 and U14 games will consists of two 
25-minute halves with a 5-minute halftime.  The 
referee will control the start of the game at or 
near the top of each hour, a 5-minute halftime, 
and the start of the second half.  All games are 
to end at the sound of the horn at the 55 minute 
mark of each hour. 
 

BASIC RULES 
U9: 6v6, keeper, throw-ins only, no offside  

Max roster size of 11 
U10:  6v6, keeper, throw-ins only, no offside  

Max roster size of 11 
U12: 8v8 

Max roster of 14 
U14: 11v11 
 Max roster of 18 

AWARDS / SCORING 
Individual awards will be awarded to all 
tournament participants.  Individual trophies will 
be awarded to the first-place U12 and U14 
teams.  Tournament points will be scored as 
follows: Win (6 points), tie (3 points), shutouts (1  
point) and total goals (1 point per goal up to 3 
goals), for a maximum of 10 points.

LIGHTNING 
Whenever lightning is sighted or the lightning detector 
shows a lightning strike within three (3) to eight (8) 
mile range of the soccer fields, referees will be 
notified to halt play for a minimum of ten (10) minutes.  
Referees shall instruct players and spectators to 
leave the fields immediately and go to their 
automobiles or seek appropriate shelter until play is 
resumed.  If there are no further lightning strikes 
within the three (3) to eight (8) mile range (or the 0 to 
3 mile range) for ten (10) minutes, play may resume.  
After play has been halted for 20 continuous minutes 
games will resume or be suspended at the discretion 
of the tournament director.   
 
NOTE:  The tournament director has the final decision 
in all matches that have not gone to full completion.
